
Come to God in truth by him taking him at his word, and not
the word or wisdom of men.

I Corinthians 2:5 KJV That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of
men, but in the power of God.

John 4:24 KJV God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship
him in spirit and in truth.

Romans 10:9-11 KJV  That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from
the dead, thou shalt be saved.  (10)  For with the heart man believeth

unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto
salvation.  (11)  For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him

shall not be ashamed.
II Corinthians 5:17 KJV Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new
creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become

new.

If you claim to be saved you are a new creature. Your former lusts and
passions have been dissolved and you WILL have a changed life. The

verses in this tract have proven this is promised in God’s word. So, ask
yourself if you have truly experienced this new life...and if not consider

that you may not be saved. If you are not saved believe on the Lord
Jesus and confess him with your mouth as in Romans 10:9-11 (written

above). 
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Jesus made a sacrifice by dying for your sins. It was not just
any death...God shed his precious blood by suffering and

hung on a cross to bear the sins of the whole world.
The just for the unjust: the Holy One for the greedy lustful

sinner!
Romans 5:8-10 KJV  But God commendeth his love toward us, in that,
while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  (9)  Much more then,

being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through
him.  (10)  For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by

the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by
his life.

Of course then you believe...
John 3:18-20 KJV  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he

that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed
in the name of the only begotten Son of God.  (19)  And this is the
condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved

darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.  (20)  For
every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light,

lest his deeds should be reproved.
Jesus said...

John 14:15 KJV If ye love me, keep my commandments.
Do you keep his commandments or do you make excuses why

not to keep his commandments?
I John 5:2-4 KJV  By this we know that we love the children of God, when

we love God, and keep his commandments.  (3)  For this is the love of
God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not
grievous.  (4)  For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and

this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.
Romans 12:1 KJV  I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of

God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.

 Remember the Ten Commandments? Thou shalt not kill, Thou
shalt not steal, Thou shalt not covet or commit adultery...if
you hate someone you have committed murder already in

your heart (I John 3:15). If you look at someone with lust you
have committed adultery with them already in your heart

(Matthew 5:28). Consider now the other commandments that
are often overlooked...

I Thessalonians 5:22 KJV Abstain from all appearance of evil.
I Thessalonians 5:17 KJV  Pray without ceasing.

Romans 12:18 KJV  If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live
peaceably with all men.

Romans 12:21 KJV  Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.
Acts 15:29 KJV That ye abstain from meats offered to idols, and from

blood, and from things strangled, and from fornication: from which if ye
keep yourselves, ye shall do well. Fare ye well.

Matthew 5:43-44 KJV  Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt
love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy.  (44)  But I say unto you, Love
your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you,

and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;

Do you actually keep the commandments of God in his word?
Do you abide in the doctrine of Christ?

II John 1:9 KJV Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine
of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath

both the Father and the Son.
II Corinthians 11:3-4 KJV  But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent
beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted

from the simplicity that is in Christ.  (4)  For if he that cometh preacheth
another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive another spirit,

which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not
accepted, ye might well bear with him.
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
